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Abstract:

This article deals with the subject of African studies in the social sciences, as it seeks to reveal
the research and teaching methods adopted by the academic community in the face of the
specialization of African studies in all disciplines, indicating the reasons and circumstances
that prevent the acquisition of African knowledge compatible with the African environment,
highlighting the need for research on Africa in such a way as to contribute to solving its
multidimensional problems.
